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Strategic Partnership 

Is it Cat 6A or Cat 6A or Cat 6a?

On March 1st 2010 Excel announced a strategic partnership with RiT, the Israeli based market leader in cable 

infrastructure management solutions.  The agreement sees Excel add RiT’s recently-launched EPV Cabling 

Management Solution to its range of copper and optical fibre cabling systems. Through this agreement, Excel will begin selling the EPV 

solution to its customers in the UK and Ireland.

EPV enables network managers and administrators constant access to information on the status of patch panel connections throughout the 

network. This information is automatically collected by the system and is delivered on a real time basis to the user via a permission based GUI 

internet web browser, making it accessible wherever there is an internet connection.

All connectivity changes are detected immediately, enabling the system to send notifications and alerts via the GUI or by email the moment a 

change occurs.

A typical scenario which can be dealt with quickly and efficiently via EPV 

is that of changes to patching at remote sites with no IT resource on site.  

Currently an organisation may address this by sending an engineer to 

site to re-patch or connect new users. Quite often this can be a very 

menial, short task, but is disproportionally high in cost to the company in 

engineering time, vehicle cost etc.

With EPV the network manager can ‘send’ the required change information to the site in question and a colleague at the site can then be 

asked to complete the task by following a series of flashing and solid LED indicators in the patch panel. All changes will be recorded live once 

completed, and the entire task can be closed down with minimal cost and time.

Question

Is it Cat 6A or Cat 6A or Cat 6a? 

Is there really a difference, and if so does it actually matter?

Answer

The ‘A’ refers to Augmented.  There are different terms used for the Channel, Permanent Link & Component depending on whether it relates to 

the International (ISO/IEC), American (TIA), European (CENELEC).  

With an International or European Standards based installation Categories of Components make up Classes of Links or Channels.  So, for 

example in a CENELEC compliant installation you would have a Class EA Permanent Link. And in a TIA compliant installation you would have 

an Augmented Category 6 Permanent Link (shortened to Cat 6A).

Not only is there a difference in the terminology, there is also a difference in performance requirements.  The ISO/IEC and CENELEC channel 

requirements are more stringent that that of the TIA.

Excel are proud to inform their customers that the Excel Cat 6A range has independent certification showing compliance with the 4 Connector
