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FROM M6 — APPROACHING FROM THE SOUTH &

® Exit the M6 at junction 6 staying in the right hand lane, this
veers round to the right and over a bridge and takes you to the
roundabout.

® Take t)he fourth exit off the roundabout to join the A5127 (Lichfield
Road).

® Continue on dual carriageway for approximately % of a mile,
staying in the far right hand lane, continuing through a set of
traffic lights.

® At the next set of traffic lights, take right hand filter lane. The
King Edward pub is directly in front of you, continue straight
onto Aston Hall Road (signposted to Junction 6 Industrial Park).

® The road veers sharply to the left then the right, continue over
a further set of traffic lights, this is Electric Avenue.

e Junction Six Industrial Park is located at the end of the road.

® Mayflex is situated beyond the first Island to the right.

FROM M6 — APPROACHING FROM THE NORTH &

® Exit the M6 at junction 6 staying in the left hand lane onto the
sliproad, down to the roundabout.

e Follow instructions from point 2 of directions for M6 South.
FRom BRisTOL (M5) &

® Follow the M5 to it’s terminus and join the M6 for London (M1).

® Exit the M6 at junction 6.

® Follow instructions from point 2 of directions for M6 South.
FROM BIRMINGHAM INTL. AIRPORT AND TRAINS 4=

® A taxi takes 20 minutes from the Airport.

e Alternatively, a good train service exists between the Airport
and New Street Station where one must change for trains for
Witton.
