To satisfy Morrisons’ business needs, Express Data recommended the range of Sinetica power and 
environmental monitoring products, from Unite Technologies. 
 
As the need to operate efficiently and cost effectively against infrastructure and power constraints is 
increasing, these products provided the perfect solution. 

The installation included a number of Eagle-i network attached devices, 
along with a selection of other Sinetica products such as CL-Amps, 
PowerHawks and Hawk-i’s. The Eagle-i is designed to provide room or 
multi-rack level power, environmental monitoring and physical access 
control, using a single IP address. External expansion devices can be 
added allowing for a further increase in the supported number of sensor 
inputs, power monitoring units and controlled relay outputs. 
 
The CL-Amp is a unique, purpose-built and innovative, non-invasive 
‘monitoring solution’, designed to manage new and legacy data centres. 
The CL-Amp helps clients to understand their power usage, regain power 
and cooling capacity, and identify available capacity. 

Mobotix IP cameras were chosen as Mobotix is currently the only 
network camera to date that is capable of storing smooth high-resolution 
video streams with 960 lines instead of the usual 288, including sound. 
Mobotix cameras are also more cost effective than traditional CCTV video 
technology and more multi-functional thanks to its integrated computer 
and network connection. 

Products for the huge project were sourced from Mayflex. Mayflex is a 
successful distributor with a respected name and a proven track record in 
partnering installers and integrators. Express Data has a well established 
relationship with Mayflex and, working alongside their dedicated account 
manager, were able to get the products they needed in the timeframes 
required. PDU’s supplied were even branded up with the Morrisons logo to 
promote the company’s corporate identity. 

The products chosen for the install were easily integrated and controlled 
using Morrisons’ existing Aperture Data Centre Management System. 
This made the design straight forward for Express Data’s engineers to 
implement. However, as many of the cabinets in the existing data centre 
were populated, the engineers did have to work in areas where space and 
access were limited. 
 
Improved security, via restricting access to the comms cabinets and the 
comms rooms, by implementing a comprehensive access control product, 
has provided substantial benefits for IT staff. Real time information on air 
flow, temperature and humidity in sensitive areas is now also available. 

The system currently supports the main data centre and several remote 
sites, and this is to be expanded to cover the disaster recovery site and 
further remote regional distribution centres. The solution installed now 
monitors and provides increased management of power supplies within 
the cabinets and alerts the IT teams immediately if there are any power problems.  

The implementation of the project has meant that Morrisons can get the most from their power consumption 
and security with the minimum amount of disruption.
